The regular meeting of the Woodbine Community School Board was held Thursday, August 13, 2009, with 

the following people present: President Amy Sherer, Directors Amber Nelson, Mike Staben, and Todd Heistand.

Shanks, and Board Secretary Connie Waite.

Item 1.  Call To Order. The meeting was called to order by President Amy Sherer in the Woodbine School’s Board Room at 7:01 P.M.  Roll was taken with four members present and establishing a quorum.

Item 2 & 3.  Items Added to Agenda: It was moved by Heistand and seconded by Nelson to add item 6 (h) on the action items to approve the coaches handbook.  Motion carried 4-0.  It was moved by Heistand and seconded by Staben to approve the agenda as amended.  Motion carried 4-0.
Item 4.  Approval of the Consent Items.  It was moved by Staben and seconded by Nelson to approve the following items in the consent agenda:

a.    Minutes of the previous meeting, payment of bills, audited by Mike; General

No objections.  Motion carried 4-0.

Item 5.  Open Forum: None
Item 6.  Administrative Reports and Correspondence:   Mr. Vint reported on correspondence received.  Maple Valley will be hosting another round table meeting in October for discussions on various topics by the Boards of the Western Valley Conference.  Mr. Vint also reported that he had submitted another article to the Woodbine Twiner explaining the upcoming PPEL vote.
Elem. Principal Kathy Waite presented the Elementary schedule for the 2009-2010 school year to the Board.  Ms. Waite reported that a stone table and benches had been donated to the District by Dencil Hammack in memory of his late wife, Vonda.  The white boards have been ordered for elementary classrooms.  These will be paid for by donations from the Woodbine Alumni.  Other items reported on included: Deb Barry would be the long-term sub for Mary Clark; state reports had been completed; and Tuesday night’s open house.
Secondary Principal Rick Shanks reported the core completers and ACT data from the 2008-09 school year.  Mr. Shanks also reported on the success of our baseball and softball programs the past summer and presented a possible new policy on building management.  This policy would require administration or board approval before placing or hanging items in the facility. The Board felt this would be a good policy to put into place.  The administration will work on the language of the policy and bring it back to the Board at a later meeting.
Supt. Tom Vint reported on the monthly financials.  Mr. Vint also reported to the Board facility upgrades that have been completed and new regulations from the State for the 2009-10 school year.  These regulations include: CPR training to students; physical education requirements; and a new sex offender regulation.  The transportation report was presented to the Board.  Supt. Vint also referred to the ACT data received.  He noted that Woodbine’s composite score was the highest that we have received in the last five years.
Item 7.  Old Business – Marianne Sullivan presented the revised Wellness Policy to the Board.
It was moved by Staben and seconded by Nelson to approve the revised Wellness Policy.  After a discussion and changes being made, a vote was taken.   Motion carried 4-0.

Item 8.  Discussion Items:  Principals Rick Shanks and Kathy Waite presented the names of the teachers and their assignments for the 2009-2010 school year.
Supt. Vint opened a discussion with the Board on a possible five year plan for facility improvements.  Some possible projects discussed were: flooring in the halls and commons areas; paved parking on the east side of school; rubber matting for the playground; and conducting an energy audit on the facilities.

f).  It was moved by Staben and seconded by Heistand to approve  the Title I application for the 2009-2010 school year.  Discussion.  Motion carried 4-0.

g.)  It was moved by Heistand and seconded by Nelson to approve Rick Shanks and Kathy Waite as the District’s Level I Investigators and the Woodbine Chief of Police as the Level II Investigator.  Discussion.  Motion carried 4-0.

h).  It was moved by Staben and seconded by Heistand to approve the 2009-2010 Coach’s Handbook.  After Principal Rick Shanks reviewed the changes with the Board, a vote was taken.  Motion carried 4-0.
