Item 1.  Call To Order. The meeting was called to order by President Joanna Shaw in the Board Room at 7:00 P.M.  Roll was taken with five members present and establishing a quorum.

Item 2 & 3.  Amended the Agenda:  It was moved by Sherer and seconded Heistand to amend the consent agenda by adding a resignation from Rebecca Colwell as a SPED Associate.  Motion carried 5-0.
Item 4.  Approval of the Consent Items.  It was moved by Heistand and seconded by Sherer to approve the following items in the consent agenda:

Item 6.  Administrative Reports and Correspondence:
Elem. Principal Kathy Waite reported on the upcoming testing in February and preparing the teachers for the Monday in-service on CORE Curriculum.
Secondary Principal Rick Shanks reported on home room activities, working with the secondary teachers on CORE Curriculum, and preparations for Project Easier reports.  Mr. Shanks also reviewed all the upcoming activity events.
Supt. Vint reported on the month’s finances and reviewed trend lines for the district.  Mr. Vint noted that at this time with 2% allowable growth there will be no new money for the 2010-2011 budget.  Other topics covered in Mr. Vint’s report were the snowdays that will be made up, explanation of the“Race to the Top” federal grant and that the District has submitted an application to participate.

Item 7.  Focus on Education – Supt. Vint reviewed the Iowa Youth Survey Trend Analysis data with the Board.  This survey was given to all 6th, 8th, and 11th grade students.
Item 8.  Consent Agenda items pulled for discussion.  There were none.

a. It was moved by Heistnad and seconded by Sherer to approve the Driver’s Ed. Fees for 2010 at $135 per student and to pay the instructor $160 per student. This is a $10.00 raise to the students cost and keeps the instructor cost the same.  Discussion.   Motion carried 5-0.
