The regular meeting of the Woodbine Community School Board was held Thursday, January 8, 2009 with 

the following people present: President Amy Sherer, Directors, Mike Staben, Amber Nelson, Joanna Shaw, 

and Todd Heistand.

Item 1.  Call To Order. The meeting was called to order by President Amy Sherer in the Woodbine School’s Media Center at 7:13 P.M.  Roll was taken with five members present and establishing a quorum.

Item 2 & 3.  Amended the Agenda:  No action taken.

Item 4.  Approval of the Consent Items.  It was moved by Nelson and seconded by Heistand to approve the following items in the consent agenda:

a.    Minutes of the previous meeting, payment of bills, audited by Joanna; General

       Fund-$67,691.41, Activity-$, Hot Lunch- $8,031.86.

No objections.  Motion carried 5-0.
Item 5.  Open Forum: None
Item 6.  Administrative Reports and Correspondence:   Elem. Principal Kathy Waite reported on this year’s assessments and testing, the success of the Barnes & Noble and Scholastic Book Fairs netted the District a total of $4,500 to be used for library books and resource material, and that Woodbine qualifies for a $1,000  Empowerment Grant.  The application must be filed by February 1, 2009.  Ms. Waite also noted that the District has a teacher on extended medical leave and that the work is ongoing preparing for the Site Visit in February.
Secondary Principal Rick Shanks reported on upcoming activities and then gave the floor to Lucas McDowell who presented to the Board a project by the Computer Application Class and the first semester Child Development class called “Simple Safety from A-Z.  The classes worked with the Kindergarten and Pre-School students in compiling a book with letter people and safety.  There was a brief discussion on the benefits of the project for both sets of students.
Supt. Tom Vint reported on the month’s finances, including explanation of the State’s 1.5 % cuts and the impact it will have on the District.  Mr. Vint shared a request from the Ministerial Association to use the gym for a pageant April 5.  The Board had no objections.  A discussion occurred on the use of the District’s gyms.  Since this item was not on the agenda for discussion President Sherer tabled the discussion for a later date. 
Item 7.  Focus on Education – Presentation on Don Groff’s Science Club.  Group projects were presented to the Board by the 5th and 6th graders.  The Board moved to Mr. Groff’s classroom for the presentation.
After returning to the regular meeting Mr. Vint reported that community churches have requested the use of buses for bowling in January and ice skating in March.   Since this has been an ongoing agreement with the churches the Board had no objections to this request. Supt. Vint reported to the Board that there is an opening on the AEA Board and that Ed Gambs was interested filling the position.  Mike Staben will attend the meeting in Mo. Valley on February 16th for our Board’s input.

Item 8.  Consent Agenda items pulled for discussion.  There were none.
Item 9.  Action Items:

a. It was moved by Shaw and seconded by Staben to wave the first reading and approve Board Policies for the February Site Visit .   Motion carried 5-0.

b. It was moved by Staben and seconded by Heistand to approve Driver’s Ed. fees at $125 for the 2009 session and the instructor would be paid $160 per student.  Discussion.   Motion carried 5-0.

d. It was moved by Staben and seconded by Shaw to approve the 2009-10 school calendar as presented.  Discussion.  Motion carried 5-0.

Item 10.  Executive Session to Discuss Board Proposal to WEA.
It was moved by Shaw and seconded by Heistand to go into executive session according to Iowa Code 20.17 (g), for negotiation strategies.  Motion carried 5-0. The Board entered into closed session at 8:40 P.M. and returned to open session at 9:23 P.M.
Item 11.  Board Discussion.   The Board held a brief discussion on setting up a work-session in the near future.  No time or date was set.
