The regular meeting of the Woodbine Community School Board was held Thursday, July 8, 2010 with

Item 1.  Call To Order. The meeting was called to order by President Joanna Shaw in the Woodbine School’s Board Room at 7:00 P.M.  Roll was taken with four members present and establishing a quorum.

Item 2 & 3.  Items Added to Agenda:  None
Item 4.  Approval of the Consent Items.  It was moved by Heistand and seconded by Sherer to approve the following items in the consent agenda:

a. Minutes of the previous meeting, payment of bills, audited by Joanna and Todd; General
Fund-$21,892.93, Management Fund-$44,588, PPEL Fund-$5,584.00, Activity-$2,745.22, Hot Lunch- $476.96.

No objections.  Motion carried 4-0.

Item 6.  Administrative Reports and Correspondence:  No correspondence.
Elem. Principal Kathy reported that she and Mr. Shanks had reviewed the Title I students who qualify for services according to test scores.  After the review, Ms. Waite reported that all students, K-6, who qualify will have the services of the Title I Program for the 2010-2011 school year.  Principal Waite presented options for the charges for Tiger Tots, Latchkey, and the 3 and 4 year-old Pre-School Programs.  Woodbine also had to renew for the Quality Scale for the Pre-School and Latchkey Programs.  We have received a Level IV rating, up from a Level III rating for prior years.

Secondary Principal Rick Shanks reported on the Baseball and Softball successful seasons and that they are now entering into tournament play.  Mr. Shanks also updated the Board on the new ARC Program for the 2010-2011 school year.  ARC, Academic Recovery Credit, will be the class being taught at the Woodbine CSD to replace Unity School, as an alternative classroom.  Boyer Valley CSD will be sending students to share in the program.
Supt. Tom Vint reported on the monthly financials.  He reviewed with the Board on the estimated savings for the 2010-11 school year and recommended to the Board that the District continues to look at ways to save funds.  Mr. Vint also reported to the Board on the Activity Account and that the school has placed an ad for 1.5 cooks for the 2010-11 school year.  The part time cook will be responsible for the salad bar and the fulltime position will replace a cook that is not returning.  It was also reported that new lights in the Shop building has been replaced by BLI Lighting for $3,290.  PPEL funds will be used to pay for this project.  It was noted that the parking area east of the school will be completed this week.
Item 7.  Discussion Items:  A discussion on the September 14, 2010 voted PPEL election was held.  
Mr. Vint also discussed with the Board the possibility of refinancing the 2002 School Bonds.
