                                              COMMUNITY SCHOOL BOARD MEETING

Woodbine, Iowa

May 13, 2010   ---   7:00 P.M.

The regular meeting of the Woodbine Community School Board was held Thursday, May 13, 2010 with 

the following people present; President Joanna Shaw, Directors; Amy Sherer, Amber Nelson, Todd Heistand, 
and Mike Staben.  Others present were Supt. Tom Vint, Principal Kathy Waite and Board Secretary Connie Waite.

Item 1.  Call To Order. The meeting was called to order by President Joanna Shaw in the Woodbine School’s Board Room at 7:00 P.M.  Roll was taken with five members present and establishing a quorum.

Item 2 & 3. Items Added to Agenda:  No Action taken.
Item 4.  Approval of the Consent Items.  It was moved by Heistand and seconded by Staben to approve the following items in the consent agenda:

a.    Minutes of the previous meeting, payment of bills, audited by Amy; General

       Fund-$78,388.79, Activity-$6,855.59, Hot Lunch- $12,664.61.

b.    All financial reports.

d.    Contract to Kristy Hoefer as School Nurse for the 2010-11 school year at $22.00/hr.

No objections.  Motion carried 5-0.

Item 5.  Open Forum: Bracinda Blum addressed the Board and presented them with a letter of apology concerning student photographs.
Susan Kohl addressed the Board concerning bullying and harrassment policies within the District.  Ms. Kohl voiced concerns on the Administration not following through with reported infractions.  The Board and Supt. Vint stated that the safety of our students is of the utmost importance to the District and the current policy will be reviewed to make sure all steps are being followed.
Item 6.  Administrative Reports and Correspondence:  There was no correspondence.

Elem. Principal Kathy Waite updated the Board on the use of the Distrct’s $84,000 Microsoft settlement funds.  Currently the money is scheduled to be spent on technology hardware, software, and professional development.  
Supt. Tom Vint reported that the District had received a $7,622.09 dividend check from the Iowa Safety Group Insurance Plan in April and also a check for $1,021.05 to repair the fence damaged due to snow fall from EMC Insurance.
Item 7.  Focus on Education: Elem. Principal Kathy Waite presented a review of the Student Proficiency Scores, grades 4th-11h, from the 2010 NWEA, ITBS and ITED testing.

Item 8.  Discussion Items:  

a. Supt. Vint recognized and thanked the Board for their continued hard work for the District.


b. It was noted that Graduation is Sunday, May 16th at 1:00 P.M.


c. The Board held a brief discussion on setting a date for the Special Election for the Voted PPEL.  At this time the Board will hold the election September 14, 2010.

d. A discussion was held by the Board on the Districts practices on purchasing items from local vendors.  The Board sent a directive to the AD and Coaches/Sponsors that they would like to see the school district buy locally if at all possible.  It was stated that bids or quotes should be looked at before purchasing a product from outside the community.  The Board also stated that they want the purchasing of such products to be paid through the activity account with the control being placed back on the coaches/sponsors and Athletic Director.  All products purchased will require approval by AD/Administration.

e. Danyel Vana requested a discussion on the District’s 3-year old pre-school program.  The Vanas were requesting that their child be allowed to attend the Woodbine’s Preschool even though the student would be going to Logan-Magnolia CSD to start Kindergarten.  Woodbine’s policy is that an out-of –district student could attend Woodbine’s preschool if that same student remains in Woodbine to attend regular school as an open enrolled student.  Principal Waite explained that we only have so much room and we can not turn away our own residents and allow out of district students to attend without an agreement to remain in the District.  The Board stated that the District’s students will always be their first priorty and we will not deny a place in our preschool program to make room for out-of-district students.  
Item 9.  Consent Agenda items pulled for discussion.  None

Item10.  Action Items: 
a). It was moved by Sherer and seconded by Heistand to approve the salary and benefit package for the classifed staff and administration for the 2010-2011 school years.  The package will include a $0.20 per hour increase for all hourly personnel, a 2% increase for the Bus Supervisor and Head Cook, and a $650 raise for the principals and business manager.  The superintendent has voluntarily taken a pay freeze for the 2010-11 school year.  This amount is the average teacher increase for the 2010-2011 school year. Discussion. Motion carried 5-0.

b).  It was moved by Heistand and seconded by Staben to approve the 28E Agreement with 
Boyer Valley CSD for the shared Superintendent contract (.5) with the approval from Boyer Valley CSD to include a one year roll-over of the current contract for the 2010-11 school year.  Discussion.  Motion carried 5-0.

c).  It was moved by Nelson and seconded by Heistand to approve the contract with IWCC for the Quad Academy and Dual Enrollment courses for the 2010-11 school year.  Discussion.  Motion carried 5-0.
d). It was moved by Sherer and seconded by Nelson to approve State Voluntary Preschool Program Grant.  Discussion.  Motion carried 5-0.

There being no further business President Shaw adjourned the meeting at 9:39 P.M.
