Item 1.  Call To Order. The meeting was called to order by President Amy Sherer in the Woodbine School’s Board Room at 7:00 P.M.  Roll was taken with four members present and establishing a quorum.

Item 2  Items Added to Agenda:  It was moved by Shaw and seconded by Heistand to amend the consent agenda by adding a contract to be issued to Heath Stille as an upper elementary teacher and Head High School Boys Basketball Coach for the 2009-2010 school year.  Motion carried 4-0.

Item 3,  Approval of Amended Consent Agenda:  It was moved by Shaw and seconded by Heistand to approve the amended consent agenda.  Motion carried 4-0.
Item 4.  Approval of the Consent Items.  It was moved by Shaw and seconded by Heistand to approve the following items in the consent agenda:

Item 6.  Administrative Reports and Correspondence:  Mr. Vint reported to the Board that an article will be sent to the local newspaper containing  positive data on the Woodbine Community School District.   
Elem. Principal Kathy Waite reported on the recent Elementary Awards Day, the Pen Pal Program events, and upcoming end of the year activities.

Secondary Principal Rick Shanks presented current Proficiency Reports on testing and the High School end of the year activities.

Mike Staben entered the meeting at 7:24 P.M. 

Supt. Tom Vint reported than May is School Board Appreciation month and presented certificates to the Board Members and thanked them for their service.  Mr. Vint also reported on the month’s finances and gave a brief summary of the dollars the Woodbine District would receive from the federal stimulus funding.  The Board was informed that the District had received the forty computers donated to the school and that house would be removed from the property the following day.  Local people have been hired to fill the basement area and restore the property to a safe area.  Mr. Vint informed the Board that the Boyer Valley Board would like to host a second joint meeting.  A tentative meeting has been set for June 17, 2009 at 6:00 P.M. at Boyer Valley CSD.  
Item 7.  Focus on Education –Elem. Principal Kathy Waite presented a review of the Student Proficiency Scores, grades 4th-6th, from the 2009 ITBS and ITED testing.

c).  It was moved by Shaw and seconded by Staben to approve the leasing of the building for Unity High School for the 2009-10 school year at $400 per month.  Discussion.  Motion carried 4-0 with Heistand abstaining..
d).  It was moved by Shaw  and seconded by Heistand to approve the contract with IWCC for the 2009-10 Quad Academy and Dual Enrollment courses for the 2009-2010 school year.  Discussion.  Motion carried 5-0.

e).  It was moved by Shaw and seconded by Heistand  to approve student fees for the 2009-10 school year.  After discussion of the motion it was decided to table the issue at this time so the Board can gather more information.  It will be brought back to the Board at a later date.  No action taken.
f).  It was moved by Shaw and seconded by Staben to approve going into executive session according to Iowa Code 21.6 for the superintendent’s evaluation.  Motion carried 5-0.

The Board took a brief recess and then entered into executive session at  8:26 P.M. and returned to open session at 9:40 P.M.

It was moved by Shaw and seconded by Nelson to approve recommending to the Boyer Valley Board that the Superintendent’s contract for the 2009-10 school year include a 2 year contract with a $1,500-$2,000 increase in pay. h). It was moved by Shaw and seconded by Heistand approve the of  the bid from Doug Hansen of  $6,650 to fix the windows in the kindergarten  classroom.  Discussion.  Motion carried 5-0.
