   COMMUNITY SCHOOL BOARD MEETING

Woodbine, Iowa

May 8th, 2008  --  7:30 P.M.

The regular meeting of the Woodbine Community School Board met May 8th,  2008 at 7:30 P.M. in the Board Room. The meeting was called to order by President Ryan Sullivan.  Board Secretary Waite took roll with Ryan Sullivan, Lynnette Lee, Mike Staben, Amy Sherer, and Joanna Shaw answering and establishing a quorum of the Board. Others present were Supt. Terry Hazard, Legal Council, Rick Franck, Principals Rick Shanks and Kathy Waite, faculty, students, and community members.  A complete list of visitors may be viewed at the District Office.

CONSENT AGENDA:

It was moved by Lee and seconded by Sherer to approve the consent agenda as presented.  Items for approval on the consent agenda:

a. Past board minutes, all financial reports, and payment of bills audited by Lynnette Lee; General Fund - $32,143.56, Debt Service Fund - $54,000, Activity – $6,770.44, Hot Lunch - $12,875.88.

b. Board Agenda.

c. Approval of a contract to Ana Tejedor as a Spanish teacher at $30,431 plus a $1,000 signing bonus for the 2008-09 school years...
d. Approval of a contract to Doug Snyder as the Driver’s Ed instructor for the 2008 summer session...
e. Approval of a contract to Larry Rutledge as the Industrial Arts Tech instructor for the 2008-09 school year at $33,993 with a $1,000 signing bonus.

f. Approval of a contract to Todd Goodwater as a Vocational Agricultural teacher for the 2008-09 school year at $39,798.20 with a $1,000 signing bonus.

g. Approval of a resignation from Amanda Kloke as the Elementary Music teacher for the 2008-09 school year.

h. Approval of a resignation from Angela Julin as an elementary teacher for the 2008-09 school year.
i. Approval of an open enrollment request from Jordon Kerger to go from Woodbine to Logan-Magnolia School District for the 2008-09 school year.
j. Approval of a reduction to Don Groff’s teaching contract from half-time to three-eights time for the 2008-09 school year.

Motion carried 4-1, with Joanna Shaw voting no.

OPEN FORUM:
President Sullivan opened by explaining that under the Open Forum the Board could not have any dialogue with any of the public speakers concerning the possible Reduction In Force.

Tyler Knott spoke on the lack of State and Federal funding and the school’s needs and the rising costs.  Mr. Knott reminded all that the School and Community must work together to educate our children.

Shawna Harris addressed the Board concerning the technology programs of the District.  Ms. Harris stated the needs to increase our technology programs and curriculum and said she was not in favor of being shared with another district.
Susie Schultz spoke on behalf of the Title programs within the District.  If staff is cut, Ms. Schultz was concerned that all the students eligible for the Title programs could not be served adequately.

Tracey Kelley handed out copies of an action plan that had been approved by the Board.  Ms. Kelley reminded the Board that the size of the classrooms recommended were smaller than what is being considered.  She also sited the benefits of the smaller classroom.

Marshall Scichilone stated that the faculty had concerns on with the lack of funding but also with the idea of removing staff.  Mr. Scichilone stated that the children are our best commodities and that the funding must be spent on education.
Mae Blum voiced concerns of having too may students in one classroom.

Billie Clausen thanked the Board and Community for having the gift of a small school district and the education it gives our students.  Ms. Clausen also stated that grant funding may be available to assist in our District’s needs.
Brenda Loftus addressed the Board on possible Special Ed. program cuts.  Ms. Loftus stated that the Woodbine School has a good Special Ed. format in place and requested the Board not to change it.

Lori Nuzum requested the Board to reconsider cutting any teachers.  Ms. Nuzum stated the teachers mean a great deal to the students.

Kristine Koke spoke of concerns in cutting in any area of our children’s education.
Kristina Kelly supported Woodbine School District because of it’s size and would not like to see changes that could change the success of the District.
REPORTS:

Dr. Hazard reported on the monthly correspondence including a letter from Governor Culver congratulating the graduating seniors.
Principal Kathy Waite reported on upcoming end of the year scheduled events and that tests scores showed a 100% of our students showed a year or more growth in reading, math, and science.
Principal Rick Shanks reported on the costs of the 7-12 science curriculum and also the end of the year scheduled events.
Dr. Hazard reported on finances and a scheduled meeting with West Harrison next week to discuss the administrative sharing for the 2008-09 school year.  Dr. Hazard also reported that summer help would be hired to help with janitorial and maintenance work.  Supt. Hazard also reported that School Board Recognition Week is May 11-17.  Certificates of appreciation were handed out to the Board.
ACTION ITEMS:

It was moved by Shaw and seconded by Staben to approve the Iowa Educators Consortium Cooperative Food Purchasing Agreement for the 2008-09 school year.  Motion carried 5-0.

It was moved by Shaw and seconded by Sherer to approve Wellmark Blue Cross Blue Shield Protector 200 plan through Educator’s Trust for the 2008-09 school year.  Motion carried 5-0.

It was moved by Sherer and seconded by Shaw to approve going into executive session according to Iowa Code #21.9 for discussion of meet and confer employees.  Motion carried 5-0.  The Board took a brief recess.

The Board entered into executive session at 8:49 P.M.

The Board returned to open session at 11:07 P.M.

It was moved by Staben and seconded by Shaw to approve non certified salaries for the 2008-09 school year with a 4% increase, while looking at the 447 sharing possibilities with West Harrison, and tabling administrative salaries.  Motion carried 5-0.
There being no further business Ryan Sullivan adjourned the meeting at 11:14 P.M.
