Item 1.  Call To Order. The meeting was called to order by President Joanna Shaw in the Board Room at 7:02 P.M.  Roll was taken with four members present and establishing a quorum.

Item 2 & 3.  Amended the Agenda:  It was moved by Heistand and seconded by Sherer to add a presentation by Mr. Groff’s 4th and 6th grade science students to Focus On Education.

Motion carried 4-0.
Item 4.  Approval of the Consent Items.  It was moved by Sherer and seconded by Heistand to approve the following items in the consent agenda:

No objections.  Motion carried 4-0.

Item 5.  Open Forum – None

Item 6.  Focus on Education – A presentation on Gifted and Talented was given by Nicole Werner.  Ms. Werner informed the Board of the goals set for the program and the student identification process being used in the GAT Program.  This was followed by students involved with the 4th and 6th grade Lego projects.  The two groups presented their slide shows and demonstrated the robotics to the Board.  These two groups will present their programs in competition in Sioux City in December.
Item 7.  Administrative Reports and Correspondence.

There was no correspondence.
Elem. Principal Kathy Waite reported on the recent Quad School Staff Development day and the first SIAC meeting held.  Mrs. Waite also reported that there will be new Special Ed. rulings concerning the qualification of students for services in the near future.
Secondary Principal Rick Shanks reported on new legislative action that has passed concerning the criteria that will be needed to teach Academy classes in the year 2011-2012.   Mr. Shanks noted that this could change the classes offered for Academy in the future.  Other topics reported on were the Veteran’s Day Program, Parent/Teacher Conferences, and Student Council activities.
Supt. Tom Vint reported on the District’s finances and how the 10% state cuts are affecting the Teacher Quality funding.  Mr. Vint also reported that the Hot Lunch Department has purchased a new stove from Bonsall TV & Appliance for $4,700 and that the Administration has a preliminary schedule for the Middle School for the 2010-2011 school year.  Supt. Vint informed that Board that the lot north of the Shop Building has been cleared and rock has been placed on it.  It will now be available for parking.  It was also noted that the Normal Building arch is being stored in a building where there is fewer chances of it being damaged. 
Item 8.  Discussion Items:  The Board discussed the Special Election for the voted PPEL.  They requested that the resolution to hold a special election be brought to the December meeting.  The Board then discussed ways to inform the public of what the PPEL levy is and the needs of the District that the levy may be used for.  The Board stressed that is important that everyone understands that this is a continuance and not a new tax.
Mr. Vint reminded the Board on the graduation date and time for this year.  Graduation will be May 16th at 1:00 P.M.
Item 9.  Consent Agenda items pulled for discussion.  There were none.

c. It was moved by Heistand and seconded by Staben to approve the Resolution and Work-Out Plan for ISCAP.   Discussion.  Motion carried 4-0.

Item 11.  Board Discussion.    Joanna Shaw read a note from the WEA, thanking the Board for all their work and support given to the staff.  WEA also supplied treats for the Board.  This was done in recognition to American Education Week.   President Shaw requested that the Board bring their long-term goals to the December meeting.
