COMMUNITY SCHOOL BOARD MEETING

Woodbine, Iowa

                 October 11, 2007 – 7:00 P.M.

The regular meeting of the Woodbine Community School Board was October 11th, 2007 at 7:00 P.M. in the Board Room. The meeting was called to order by President Ryan Sullivan.  Board Secretary Waite took roll with Mike Staben, Amy Sherer, Ryan Sullivan, Joanna Shaw, and Lynnette Lee answering and establishing a quorum of the Board.   Others present were Supt. Terry Hazard, Principals Rick Shanks and Kathy Waite, representative of the Woodbine Twiner, community and faculty members.

It was moved by Sherer and seconded by Lee to add item 8 (d), open enrollments request from Woodbine to Logan.  Motion carried 5-0.

It was moved by Lee and seconded by Staben to approve the amended agenda.  Motion carried 5-0.

CONSENT AGENDA:

It was moved by Shaw and seconded by Sherer to approve the consent agenda as stated:

a. Past board minutes, all financial reports, and payment of bills audited by Joanna Shaw; General Fund – $69,502.50, Debt Service - $134,595.01, Activity – $22,443.91, Hot Lunch –$13,473.49.

b. Memorandum of Understanding with Logan-Magnolia School for cooperatively offering a Marketing Class via the ICN.
c. A contract with West Central Community Action for the Head Start facility use, for daycare at $2,104 with the agreement that this amount may be increased if needed.

d. A contract to Faith Shamblin as Latchkey Assoc. at $8.83/hr. for the 2007-08 school year.

e. A revised contract to Bev Neligh as a Tiger Tot’s Associate at $9.01/hr. for the 2007-08 school year.

f. A contract to Katie Dickinson as Assist. Varsity Girls Basketball Coach at $2,465.00 for the 2007-08 school year.

g. Open enrollment request from Jordan Butrick to Woodbine School from Boyer Valley School for the 2008-09 school year.

h. Open enrollment request from Hannah Holst to Woodbine School from Boyer Valley School for the 2007-08 school year.

Motion carried 5-0.

REPORTS:

Dr. Hazard reported on the monthly correspondence including letters from IHSAA concerning District Football Assignments, Harrison County Sheriff Department with the sex offender listings, letters from IASB concerning ABLE meetings and an opening on the AEA 13 board, and a letter from Woodbines’ Ministerial Assoc. concerning Wednesday’s schedules.

Principal Kathy Waite reported on Homecoming activities, NWEA testing, and Fire Safety Week, National Hot Lunch Week, and Red Ribbon Week.  Ms. Waite also reported that the Alumni Assoc. donated money for globes and maps for classrooms.

Principal Rick Shanks reported on Homecoming and the community and civic group’s participation in the parade and festivities.  Mr. Shanks also reported on Project Easier and BEDS being due and the CTE committee met with ideas on how to bring people in to promote curriculum and the school district.   He also noted that the D & F policy seems to be working.   D & F’s are down.  Emergency drills have taken place successfully.  
Dr. Hazard reported on finances, that the SILO election in Monona County had passed, quotes on tiling the hallways and common’s area, and the sharing guidelines from the State, and that a joint board meeting with West Harrison School District has been scheduled Tuesday, October 16th, 2007 at 7:00 P.M. at Gurney’s in Mo. Valley.  Dr. Hazard also congratulated the school staff and community on the Homecoming events.  Supt. Hazard commented on the request from the Horizon groups walking and exercises in the school’s facilities.  He felt that their may be a problem with this during school hours but it would work when school was not in session, before and after classes.  Dr. Hazard reported that the District will be having 2:30 P.M. early outs on the days of parent/teacher conferences.

President Ryan Sullivan named the Board Committee’s for the 2007-08 school year.  These are:

DISCUSSION ITEMS:

Athletic Director Rod Smith reported that a decision on 8 or 11 man football will need to be made by December 1st to be eligible for play-offs. The floor was opened to the coaches for input.  All the Jr. High and High School Football coaches stated that at this time their beliefs are that the best program for our students would be to go to the eight man teams.  The coaches then answered questions from the Board.
ACTION ITEMS:

It was moved by Staben and seconded by Shaw to approve the application to SBRC for additional allowable growth of $61,536.00.   Motion carried 5-0.

It was moved by Sherer and seconded by Lee to approve early graduation requests from Matt Cory, Rodney Swanger, and Shaun Johnson if all the graduations requirements are met...  Motion carried 5-0.

It was moved by Lee and seconded by Staben to approve an open enrollment request from Harley and Mikayla Meier to go from Woodbine School to Logan-Magnolia School.  Motion carried 4-1 with Sullivan, Lee, Sherer, and Staben voting aye and Shaw voting no.
It was moved by Lee and seconded by Staben to enter into executive session according to Iowa Code 21.5 (j), for discussion of real estate.  Motion carried 5-0.
The Board took a brief recess.  The Board entered into executive session at 8:38 P.M. and returned to open session at 9:08 P.M.

There being no further business Ryan Sullivan adjourned the meeting at 9:09 P.M.
