COMMUNITY SCHOOL BOARD MEETING

Woodbine, Iowa

September 17, 2005 – 7:00 P.M.

The regular meeting of the Woodbine Community School Board was held Monday, September 17th, 2007 at 7:00 P.M. in the Board Room. The meeting was called to order by President Ryan Sullivan, with Lynnette Lee, Pam Kerger, Ryan Sullivan, and Mike Staben answering to roll call and establishing a quorum of the Board.  Joanna Shaw was absent. Others present were Supt. Hazard, Principals Rick Shanks and Kathy Waite, Secretary, Connie Waite, representatives from PTO, faculty, and community.

It was moved by Lee and seconded by Staben to approve amending the agenda by pulling consent item (j) to discussion and then to action item 11 (d).  Action carried 4-0.

It was moved by Staben and seconded by Kerger to approve the agenda as amended.  Motion carried 4-0.

Shaw entered the meeting at 7:05 P.M.

There being no further old business the meeting was adjourned at 7:07 P.M.

RE-ORGANIZATIONAL MEETING:

The meeting was called to order at 7:08 P.M. with Ryan Sullivan, Lynnette Lee, Amy Sherer, Mike Staben, and Joanna Shaw answering to roll call and establishing a quorum.

Dr. Hazard chaired the meeting and requested Board Secretary Waite to read the certification of the September 11th, 2007 vote.  Waite reported the total numbers of votes were 229 with Pam Kerger receiving 59 votes, and Amy Sherer receiving 80 votes.  Write-in votes were, Jennifer Hall received 1 vote, Billie Jo Clausen received 2 votes, Hilary Moores received 42 votes, Patty Reisz received 45 votes, declaring Amy J. Sherer elected to the three year term of Board Director of the Woodbine Community School Board.  Waite then administered the Oath of Office to Sherer.

ELECTION OF OFFICERS:

The floor was opened for nominations for Board President.  Lee nominated Ryan Sullivan with Staben seconding the nomination.  Further nominations were called for; there being none a unanimous ballot for President was given by the Board for the current year with Sullivan abstaining.   Board Secretary Waite administered the oath of office to Ryan Sullivan to serve as Board President. 

President Sullivan took over the chair and called for nominations for Vice-President.   Staben nominated Lynnette Lee with Sherer seconding the nomination.  Further nominations were called for by Sullivan, there being none a unanimous ballot was given by the Board with Lee abstaining.   Lynnette Lee will serve as Vice-President for current year.

Appointments of Area Advisors and committees will be named at the October board meeting.

REPORTS:

Dr. Hazard introduced Jim Kobus, Administrator of Unity High School.  Mr. Kobus addressed the Board with an open invitation to visit Unity High School any time.

Dr. Hazard reported on correspondence received during the month which included the monthly sex offender report, ABLE I information, a letter from IGHSAA on catastrophic insurance for students, and a “Thank You” from the Woodbine Community School Staff to the Board.
Principal Waite reported on NWEA testing beginning Tuesday, September 18th.
Principal Shanks reported on a letter from the IHSAA congratulating the Woodbine Community School District’s baseball players, coaches, and fans received excellent ratings in sportsmanship.  Mr. Shanks also reported that the school will host four state contests this year and that the Second Chance Reading Program is having success with reading skills improving.
Dr. Hazard reported on finances and a request from Black & Gold to reconsider taking food and drink into the gym. After a brief discussion the Board’s consensus was to keep the policy the same.  Dr. Hazard also reported on a letter from Agriland FS requesting to continue the gas and diesel relationship we have for purchasing fuel through the IJUMP program and that the humidity problem in the Kindergarten rooms and 90’s addition has been found and repaired.   A joint work-session with the Boyer Valley School District and the Woodbine School District will be set for the near future.  Sessions with West Harrison may also be set.  These will be to discuss the sharing options passed by the State to receive additional funding by sharing positions.
DISCUSSION ITEMS:
Bracinda Blum addressed the Board with an update on plans to organize a Spirit Club for the school.
Dr. Hazard addressed the Board on a request from the Optimist’s to hold meetings in the Commons area on the school, twice a month.  There would be no charge for this.  The Board’s consensus was positive.

Principal’s Waite and Shanks, along with Maureen Allen presented CSIP, SIAC, and the APR results to the Board.  The District met and surpassed goals set with testing levels improving.

ACTION ITEMS:
It was moved by Shaw and seconded by Staben to approve the Professional Development and Teacher Quality Payments for the 2007-08 school year as presented.  Motion carried 5-0.

It was moved by Shaw and seconded by Staben to approve a request from the Community Christ Church to use a bus on September 22, 2007 to travel to Co. Bluffs.  Fuel and driver costs will be paid by the church.  Motion carried 4-0 with Lee abstaining.
It was moved by Lee and seconded by Shaw to approve the 1str, 2nd, and 3rd reading of Policy No. 108,108.E1, 108.E2 and 108 R1.  Motion carried 5-0.

It was moved by Shaw and seconded by Sherer to approve the Comprehensive School Improvement Advisory Plan (CSIP), for the 2007-08 school year.  Motion carried 5-0.

It was moved by Shaw and seconded by Lee to enter into executive session according Iowa Code #21.5 (j), for the discussion of real estate at 9:05 P.M.  Motion carried 5-0

After a five minute break the Board entered into executive session at 9:05 P.M.

The Board returned to open session at 9:41 P.M.

There being no further busy, Sullivan adjourned the meeting at 9:43 P.M.
