ADVANCED ART III & IV

TEACHER:  Mrs. Nielsen

COURSE LENGTH:  2 Terms

PREREQUISITE:  Art I & II

GRADE LEVEL:  11, 12

CLASS CAPACITY: 1 student per period depending on class size & teacher approval.

GENERAL DESCRIPTION:  Art III and Art IV are advanced level classes intended for students who have reached a high level of proficiency in drawing and have a strong interest in the visual arts.  An average of “B” in Art II is required.  Teacher approval is necessary due to the fact there is no class period and it is during another class.

Students will do a great deal of drawing but will have the opportunity to extend their skills in the media of their choice.  This is a chance to become proficient in one or two mediums or to choose to become more experienced in many.  Therefore, many assignments are centered on the expression of an idea and/or the development of a composition using the elements and principles of art.  Students will refine their ability to describe, analyze, interpret, and judge artworks.  Art history from 1960 to present is taught. 

MODE OF PRESENTATION:  The majority of class time is spent developing skills through specific projects intended to expand the development of perceptual awareness and creativity.  Appreciation of art through critique discussions of student and professional artworks is also part of the learning process.

GRADING PROCEDURE:  Daily participation based on effort, motivation, and use of class time to further growth is 30% of the student grade.  Tests covering composition, art history, and processes are 30% of the grade.  30% of the student grade is based on artworks evaluated by using a point system, which breaks down specific objects and skills to be used in each project.  The final test is 10% of the overall/semester grade.

KNOWLEDGE TO BE GAINED:  

1. Detect and imitate subtle value and shape differences.

2. Refine and use the elements and principles of art in his/her own work.

3. Reproduce accurate proportional relationships using a variety of sizing techniques and spontaneous visual analysis.

4. Extend knowledge of depth perception strategies reproducing them in artwork.

5. Extend involvement in the creative process.

6. Expand development and experimentation of art process skills including physical and expressive aspects to a high level of proficiency.

7. Independently generate, elaborate, and refine ideas for visual expression using imagination, creative problem solving, and reorganization of design elements and principles to manipulate various media.
