GENERAL DESCRIPTION: 

This course is designed to acquaint students with law as it relates to business operations and to them personally.  It is an excellent course for those planning careers as lawyers, legal secretaries, business owners or managers, and anyone else interested in the field of law as it applies to business.  Some of the units covered will include: the American legal system, the courts, civil and criminal law, making and breaking of legal contracts, consumer protection, wills and estate planning, life insurance, property insurance, automobile insurance, various commercial papers, and bailments.

MODE OF PRESENTATION: 

Will include small group activities and projects, discussion with teacher facilitating,  lecture on content of units, field trip to courtroom/jail.  A mock trial will be performed if time allows.

GRADING PROCEDURE: 

Grading will consist of daily work, tests, quizzes, and individual grades from group and activity work.

STUDENT SKILLS/KNOWLEDGE TO BE GAINED: 
1. Students will learn a basic knowledge of law, justice, and how it affects us as citizens.

2. Students will learn different kinds of laws.

3. Students will learn laws for special groups (minors, families, consumers).

4. Students will learn what constitutes a binding agreement (contract).
