ENGLISH 10

COURSE LENGTH: 2 Terms

PREREQUISITE:  English 9

GRADE LEVEL: 10

CLASS CAPACITY: 25 Students

GENERAL DESCRIPTION: English 10 is a required course, which presents a brief survey of types of literature and an emphasis on grammar and usage.  In addition to reading samples of fiction, nonfiction, and poetry, the students are required to improve their writing skills through composition assignments. Julius Caesar, The Hobbit, Lord of theFlies,  Antigone are included in the reading assignments. The course will also emphasize the study of vocabulary. Second semester the students are required to do a job shadowing experience.

MODE OF PRESENTATION: Methods used in this course include textbooks, videos, lectures, discussions (both class and small group), individual study,  and study guides.

GRADING PROCEDURES: Will be based on the following criteria:

· Class participation and daily work 30%

· Selection Tests 35%

· Essays/ Benchmark Tests 35%

STUDENTS SKILLS/KNOWLEDGE TO BE GAINED:

· To build vocabulary and spelling skills

· To increase critical reading skills

· To introduce students to literary terminology and its application

· To develop an appreciation and understanding of poetry

· To reinforce and expand grammatical and compositional skills

· To acquaint students with drama techniques and terms

· To provide an in-depth analysis and study of the novel

· To introduce students to various prose forms

· To introduce students to various types of writing such as persuasion, critical analysis, exposition, and narration.

ENGLISH COMPOSITION I

TEACHER:  Sister Helen Mueting

COURSE LENGTH: 2 Terms…3 College Credit Hours

PREREQUISITE: English 9 & 10

GRADE LEVEL: 12

CLASS CAPACITY: 25 students

COURSE DESCRIPTION: English Composition is a course in the rhetoric of expository writing with frequent writing practice.  It includes review of mechanics, grammar, sentence structure, and paragraph development; and an introduction to research methods. Essay models serve as models of composition and as topics for discussion.

INSTRUCTIONAL PROCEDURES: The course is taught mainly by lecture and discussion.  Theme topics are generated in a variety of ways, including lecture, open forum, small group discussions, or readings. Form, style, and mechanics are taught by teacher evaluation of student writing.  Theme analysis is done on an individual basis, by group analysis, and by teacher evaluation. 

COURSE REQUIREMENTS: Approximately 10-15 paragraphs and essays are required and constitute 65% of the grade.  Daily assignments, along with class participation, will constitute 25% of the grade.  Two to three major exams will be given during the term and several quizzes. Tests will constitute the remaining 10% of the grade.
