GENERAL DESCRIPTION:
Ninth Grade English includes vocabulary, composition, and literature.  Students study short story and poetry while focusing on the literary elements of plot, character, and setting.  Students read To Kill a Mockingbird, and evaluate themes and issues involved therein.  They also read, view, and sometimes perform scenes from Romeo and Juliet.  A vocabulary unit usually accompanies each literary unit. Composition includes plot summary, expository and critical essay, dramatic dialogue, and a research project involving creating a brochure to be later presented to the class.

MODE OF PRESENTATION: Lecture, Small and large group discussion, daily and weekly assignments, and periodic quizzes.

· GRADING PROCEDURE GRADING PROCEDURE: Grades will be based on daily work assignments-30%, participation-20%, tests and projects-40%, and final-10%.

STUDENTS SKILLS/KNOWLEDGE TO BE GAINED:

· Read and discuss literature of various genres, identifying certain terms and themes.
· Produce writing of various lengths on a given topic.
· Increase vocabulary through reading, writing, and by working on vocabulary and short writing assignments.
